The Family Home Visiting Partnership of
New Haven (FHVP-NH), formerly
Nurturing Families, is a collective

collaboration among Yale New Haven
Hospital (YNHH), Yale School of
Medicine, (YSM) Fair Haven Community
Health Center (FHCHC), and Cornell
Scott Hill Health Center (CSHHC).
Minding the Baby® (MTB) Home Visiting
Services: MTB provides home visits to
first-time parents beginning in
pregnancy and continuing until the baby
turns two. A nurse and social worker
help parents’ bond with their baby and
help keep parents and babies healthy.
Home visitors provide information on
child development, positive parent-child
interactions, and more. MTB home
visitors are trained to develop safe
relationships with families, respect
different cultures and values, assess
trauma and connect families with any
needed community resources.

+ 90 minute home visits that include developmental
lesson plans that you and your child work on
together.

« 2 weekly play group sessions per month for parents

and children to socialize

« free monthly diapers and wipes through the TEAM
Diaper Bank

Two Home Visitors are Certified Lactation Cosultants
and are available for home visits with pregnant
moms and moms who have just given birth,
providing info on breastfeeding and discussing the
childbirth experience. One Home Visitors is a
Certified Car Seat Technician.
